The Heritage Barrie Committee met and reports as follows:

SECTION "A"

STATUS OF POTENTIAL LISTINGS TO THE MUNICIPAL HERITAGE
REGISTER

T. Wierzba, Planner provided an update regarding the Status of Potential
Listings to the Municipal Heritage Register. Mr. Wierzba advised that he will
circulate a draft of the evaluation criteria to the Committee for properties to
be added to the Municipal Heritage Registrar list for their feedback. Mr.
