R. White, Senior Business
Performance Specialist of the Planning and Building Services Department asked the Committee to
consider if the proposed changes towards backflow prevention compliance at 16 Mary Street would
alter the heritage value of this property under the Heritage Designation By-law 90-323.  The majority
of the Heritage Barrie Committee agreed that the proposed changes towards backflow prevention
compliance at 16 Mary Street would not harm the heritage attributes of the property as identified in By
-law 90-323.
