The City invites proposals for activities or events to help celebrate Culture Days across Barrie. The format 
can be in-person or self-guided. Disciplines can include visual arts, dance, theatre, music, history and 
heritage, architecture and design, culinary arts, craft, or storytelling. 
 
Applicants for Culture Day activities must meet the following criteria: 

• activities must be unique and increase awareness of the arts, while offering community members 
the opportunity to engage in an art form 

• have an activity hosting location in mind 
• show relevant experience in hosting a public activity 
• activities must be free or accept pay-what-you-can donations 

 
Applications will be accepted until 11:59 p.m. on Monday, July 14. Limited funding is available; honorariums 
of up to $800 are available per activity.  
 
The selection committee will review all proposals based on the established criteria. Selection will occur in 
mid-July, and successful activity providers will be notified by the end of the day on Friday, July 25.
