Adoption of new OP (Critical Statutory Milestone) ~ Fall 2021

* When adopted, staff will prepare an Adoption package for the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and
Housing.

* Package will include all work completed as part of a Municipal Comprehensive Review that
supports the new OP.

* Ministerial review period= 120 days

Preliminary zoning by-law work ~ beginning in late 2020 and into 2021
